Why Pledge?


There are many reasons to pledge ranging from the practical to the spiritual. On the practical side, a pledge helps the church be good stewards of the gifts we are given. When we know what people pledge, we are better able to form the budget for the coming year.

On the spiritual side, the pledge serves as a personal commitment. Your pledge serves as a contract of sorts, but not a contract with the church. Rather it is your way of saying to God, “I am going to do my best to be a good steward this year, and give back to your Church in time, talent, and treasure.” We didn’t ask you to sign this card, but you might keep a copy, sign it, and hold onto it as a reminder of the pledge you made with God. 


Remember this is not a contract with the church. Everyone’s circumstances change, and we know that you may find yourself having to give less (or perhaps more!) throughout the year. That’s okay! We appreciate knowing if you need to change your pledge, but no one will think any differently if you do. Most of us have been there, too!

What is tithing?

The biblical standard of tithing is giving 10%. Getting there is a journey. Along the way there are sacrifices to be made (how much more could you give if you didn’t stop at Starbucks every day, or gave up smoking?) and lessons to be learned. When we stop to consider where we spend our money, how we spend our time, and how we use our talents, we begin to see what it is we truly value in life. Take some time to evaluate where all there things are go, and then consider where God falls in that list. First Place? Second Place? Last?


Not everyone is going to be able to leap into tithing, but we do encourage you to undertake discussion, prayer, and self-examination as you engage in the pledging process. Talk it over with the vicar or you church family. Take time to talk this over your “needs” and your “wants”. And see if perhaps you can’t get just a little closer to tithing this year—or all the way!
Remember that, “…where your time, talent, and treasure is, there your heart will be also”(Luke 12:34, with additions!).
